

Here are some ways of supporting our Chaplaincy financially

1. The weekly time-honoured way through donations ‘on the plate’ when you are in church - this can be made tax-effective using our existing ‘yellow envelope’ scheme if you are a UK tax payer, or through a local ‘envelope scheme’ if you are a Spanish tax payer

2. If you don’t come to church every Sunday, you can opt to pay your offerings through our bank account, by electronic transfer - you can still reclaim tax as either a UK taxpayer or a Spanish tax payer, we can arrange this as a Chaplaincy, but you will need to sign an authorisation stating that you are a taxpayer in the UK or in Spain

3. If you hold funds in the UK, you can pay offerings in £sterling by bank transfer into the Diocesan account held in our name - as outlined below, we can reclaim UK tax if you are a UK taxpayer

4. Individual ‘one off’ donations are welcome - these too can be made tax effective as outlined below


How Tax reclaim can be made

UK tax Reclaim

Our Stewardship Officer will arrange this, and make claims to HM Customs and Revenue on a regular basis - tax is paid on the declared, agreed donation amount, and it is subject to the proviso that the individual declares that he/she pays tax in the UK, and the amount reclaimed is less than the tax actually paid to HMCR

For an individual to agree to reclaim tax if no UK tax is paid is illegal

Please note that the UK scheme does NOT identify an individual’s identity nor the amount donated when the tax reclaim is made

The monies reclaimed are paid into the Diocesan account held in our name by HMCR

Spanish Tax Reclaim

If an individual who pays tax in Spain wishes to reclaim this, the methodology is different.

We, as a chaplaincy, have to declare to the Spanish Government via our gestor, that a named individual has paid a defined amount as a donation to the Chaplaincy. The gestor issues a certificate, which is agreed by the chaplaincy for each individual claiming tax relief - this should occur early in January

The individual submits this along with the documents prepared for taxation, and the tax amount is refunded to the individual, not to the Chaplaincy

It is then the responsibility of the individual to pass it on to the Chaplaincy or not
